3. That no building on the premises shall be altered, removed or demolished without the consent of the party of the first pa
4. That the whole of said principal sum and interest shall become due at the option of the party of the first part: atter defau
in the payment of any installment of principal or of interest for fifteen days; or after default in the payment of anyeiax, wat
rate, sewer rent or assessment for thirty days after notice and demand; or after default after notice and demand either
assigning and delivering the policies insuring the buildings against loss by fire or in reimbursing the party of the first par
for premiums paid on such insurance, as hereinbefore provided; or after default upon request in furnishing a statement
the amount due on the mortgage and whether any offsets or defenses exist against the mortgage debt, as hereina
provided. An assessment which has been made payable in installments at the application of the party of the second par
lessee of the premises shall nevertheless, for the purpose of this paragraph, be deemed due and payable in its entirety
the day the first installment becomes due or payable or a lien.



5. That the holder of this mortgage, in any action to foreclose it, shall be entitled to the appointment of a receiver.

9. That the party of the second part warrants the title to the premises.

10. That the fire insurance policies required by paragraph No. 2 above shall contain the usual extended covera
endorsement; that in addition thereto the party of the second part, within thirty days after notice and demand, will kee
the premises insured against war risk and any other hazard that may reasonably be required by the party of the fil
part. All of the provisions of paragraphs No. 2 and No 4 above relating to fire insurance and the provisions of Sectio
254 of the Real Property Law construing the same shall apply to the additional insurance required by this paragraph
11. That in case of a foreclosure sale, said premises, or so much thereof as may be affected by said mortgage, may
sold in one parcel.

of any building on the premises without the written consent of the party of the first part; or (c) after the assignment o
the rents of the premises or any part thereof without consent of the party of the first part; or (d) if the buildings on sai
premises are not maintained in reasonably good repair; or (e) after failure to comply with any requirement or order c
notice of violation of law or ordinance issued by any governmental department claiming jurisdiction over the premise:
within three months from the issuance thereof; or (f) if on application of the party of the first part two or more fire

insurance companies lawfully doing business in the State of New York refuse to issue policies insuring the building
on the premises; or (g) in the event of the removal, demolition or destruction in whole or in part of any of the fixtures.
chattels or articles of personal property covered hereby, unless the same are promptly replaced by similar fixture
chattels and articles of personal property at least equal in quality and condition to those replaced, free from chatt

16. That the party of the second part does hereby assign to the party of the first part all awards heretofore and hereaf
made to the party of the second part for taking by eminent domain the whole or any part of said premises or ar
easement therein, including any awards for changes of grade of streets, which said awards are hereby assigned to
party of the first part, who is hereby authorized to collect and receive the proceeds of such awards and to give prop
receipts and acquittances therefor, and to apply the same toward the payment of the mortgage debt, notwithstanding
fact that the amount owing thereon may not then be due and payable; and the said party of the second part here
agrees, upon request, to make, execute and deliver any and all assignments and other instruments sufficient for
purpose of assigning said awards to the party of the first part, free, clear and discharged of any encumbrances of a
kind or nature whatsoever.
